The McDonald Lawson Carter Pty Ltd Annual Angus Breeders Sale saw a quality yarding of
predominantly Angus breeding and feeder cattle presented to a solid gallery of buyers. Strong
demand was evident across most categories, particularly for quality young breeding females
and well-bred feeder steers, with buyers showing confidence in proven Angus genetics and
cattle with future breeding or feeding potential.
Cow and calf units attracted consistent competition, selling from $2,140 to a top of $2,440 to
average $2,345. PTIC Angus cows met steady demand, averaging $1,911 and reaching $2,100,
while PTIC Angus cross cows topped at $2,100. PTIC Angus heifers were well sought after,
selling from $1,860 to $2,100 to average $2,017.
Yearling Angus heifers sold to renewed interest from both restockers and future breeders,
ranging from $940 to $1,400 and averaging $1,106.
